Mentor Pathwise Lesson Plan 
Step One:
Plan a lesson using the Pathwise Instruction Plan instrument form. Parallel Teaching might be a great co-teaching model to use for this lesson.  Ask your Mentor if you can try this.  During this planning step, your mentor takes the lead, “talking aloud” as he/she plans a lesson with you.  The final product should be an artifact that reflects your working and thinking together as a team.
Step Two: 
During seminar with your field advisor, you will complete Domain A of your Planning Pathwise Observation Form.  The goal is to find evidence from your lesson plan that demonstrates you have attended to each area indicated on this form.

Step Three:
You will provide your Mentor your Planning Pathwise Observation Form. Ask your Mentor to complete the Summary Sheet.  Set goals for future planning. Discuss the summary sheet and have everyone sign it. Submit two copies to your field advisor (one for each preintern’s folder).

Step Four:
Ask your Mentor to observe this lesson and take notes on whatever form s/he prefers to use.  This will count as your “Mentor Observation #1.”
